From Car Park 1 – 500m Walk to the XC Course along pedestrian pathway 
 
From Car Park 2 – 2 options 
Option 1 – Walk from the Spawell Overflow Car Park only to Faughs GAA Club Carpark  and 
walk along pathway to left of GAA pitch and up the hill to the M50 Pedestrian Bridge 
Crossing (see Map) 
OR 
Option 2 – Leave Spawell Overflow Car Park, turning right for 150m to major roundabout, 
turn right along bicycle path (towards the M50) and after 350m, access Tymon Park, via 
Pedestrian Gateway and proceed to XC course via M50 Pedestrian Bridge Crossing.  
There are plenty of additional parking options adjacent to the main entrance into the 
Basketball Arena off Castletymon Road.
